The Apostle Paul commends the Christians in Thessalonica for their
faithfulness. He tells them that the news of their faith has spread
beyond their home. Other Christians have heard of their commitment
to the Lord Jesus. (I Thessalonians. 1:6-8). In First Thessalonians 1:6
we are told that they were imitators of the Lord. It was not a bed of
roses for them when they accepted the Lord Jesus and began to
follow Him.

We are saved by grace through
faith, in baptism unto good works. Let’s be like the Thessalonians and
be a people who live our lives for the Lord so that others see us and
glorify God. (Matthew 5:14-16).
